S Jim Pokrandt is the communications and education specialist with the Colorado River District. The CRD is based in

Glenwood Springs and covers 15 counties on the West Slope in its mission to protect Western Colorado water, a job the
legislature gave it in 1937. Jim has been in the water community for five years. Previously, he worked more than 30 years
in community newspapers in Maryland, West Virginia and Colorado as a publisher, editor, writer and photographer.
S Karen Rademacher has worked as a Water Resources Engineer in Colorado for nearly 30 years. She worked as a con-
sulting engineer at HRS Water Consultants and was the first staff engineer at Central Colorado Water Conservancy Dis-
trict. While her four children were young, she formed her own company, CWR Consulting, LLC, and provided services to
a select few clients. Karen was the founder and first Executive Director of DARCA. With college bills looming, Karen
hired on full-time with Northern Colorado Water Conservancy District in 2007 and is primarily responsible for stream-
flow and water supply forecasting.
